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Rules of engagement for young people on Bebo 
 
We want Save the Children’s Bebo page to be a place for young people to get across their 
views on our campaign issues and we want the pages to be as open and honest as possible. 
However, there may be times when comments, opinions or images have to be removed. At 
times, we may also have to remove members from the site itself. 
 
We’ll take off comments and images if they: 
 
Are against the law 
End up harassing or bullying other people on the site 
Are generally abusive or rude 
Are racially offensive 
Are homophobic  
 
The Bebo page is for youth campaigners so any adults on there who we don’t know about will 
be taken off and asked to join Save the Children’s adult campaign network.   
 
We want everyone to enjoy using this site, but to do this we need some basic rules to 
keep our members safe and secure. If you want to take part in using this site you must 
stick to the rules!  
 
Here they are.  
 
1. Keep your personal details private!  
Surnames, school names, sports club names, addresses, telephone numbers and details of 
specific places where you hang out are NOT allowed on the boards. Any information that 
could identify you will be taken off the site for your own safety.  
 
However, you CAN tell people your first name, age, height and the name of a big town or 
county.  
 
2. Never give out email addresses, Instant Messenger ID’s and personal websites  
As in Rule 1, this is for your own safety.  
 
3. Your screen name must be suitable  
No rude or offensive names. No FULL NAMES! Please never give your surname out online.  
 
4. No dating or flirting  
Save the Children’s Bebo site is for you to talk about and take part in Save the Children’s 
campaigns. Sorry but this means no looking for girlfriends and boyfriends online.  
 
5. No nasty, rude, offensive or argumentative messages  
A good discussion is great but nasty or mean messages that wind others up will not be 
accepted.  
 
6. No board stretching  
Thissssssssssssssssssssssssssssssssss stretches the boards. It is also quite annoying! So 
please don’t stretch the text. Keep words and kisses short or put regular spacing in like this - 
xxx xxx xxx xxx 
 
7. No Spam!  
Repetitive, pointless, advertising messages are not allowed here.  
 
8. Stick to the topic 
It is important to stick to the subject when you’re writing a new message.  
 



 
9. For now, English language only.  
This is the first year of our Bebo site and unfortunately at the moment we can't allow 
messages that are not written in English. This is because we want everyone who uses the 
site to be able to read your messages. If you do speak another first language and would like 
us to provide a site in your language in the future, then please send us an email - if we get 
enough demand we will definitely look into it.
