Brenda visited Downing Street - off Belfast's Shankill Road - and talked to workers
from the Women's Centre there who told her about the difficulties families in the area
face in trying to make ends meet, particularly during winter. Local political representative:
Nigel Dodds and Fred Cobain joined her to highlight the need for action.

In contrast to its famous namesake in London, Downing Street in Belfast is situated
in the most deprived ward in Northern Ireland.

BrendaOs interest in campaigning on child poverty was sparked by the BBC's Spot! 31t
programme when she 'swapped' her comfortable life in Belfast with a single mothe ,
struggling to make ends meet in Armagh.

Save the Children used her pre-budget visit to call on the Chancellor to make the
necessary money available to meet the government's promise to halve child pover
by 2010, on the way to eradicating it by 2020.

With nearly 3 million children in poverty across the UK and 122,000 in Northern
Ireland - the child poverty rates have increased in recent years.

Brenda Shankey will work alongside Save the Children in Northern Ireland and will
take a particular interest in what is being done to help children living in poverty here
Commenting on her association with the organisation, she said: Ol got the shock o
my life when | took part in the programme and realised the poverty level which existe
in Northern Ireland today.
