Happy New Year to you all.  The launch of our new campaign ‘Born to’ is nearly upon us so we are writing to update you on organisational activities planned for the launch on 24 January and about the resources available to you. 
There will be considerable publicity for the ‘Born to’ campaign nationally, starting on 24th January with a big media event which includes TV advertising and support from celebrities such as Amanda Mealing and Natasha Kaplinsky.  This will be complemented by an on-line presence on our website with the key message ’No Child Born to Die’.  
The TV advert won’t be available to staff until the afternoon of 24 January ahead of the first broadcast that evening.  This will be made available to you at the same time via the resources section on the volunteer extranet.  A reminder of the username and password is included on the resources sheet enclosed with this letter. 
As you know, the ‘Born to’ idea can be applied to lots of different skills and passions.   ‘Born to Sing’ and ‘Born to Run’ will be the focus nationally in January.  This will link with an exciting collaboration with the X-Factor Tour in February and the launch of community running groups in January, where we are partnering with an organisation called Park Run.  More details of the Born to Run initiative and how you can get involved are included on the resources sheet with this letter.
Publicity will continue to increase in the lead up to Save the Children week at the end of April.  This year Save the Children Week will act as the primary public engagement moment for the whole organisation through the theme ‘Born to Party’ which will tie into the Royal Wedding on 29th April. 

This is a great opportunity for us as we hope that if you use the ‘Born to’ idea to present the events and activities you already have planned for Save the Children Week then you will benefit from the considerable publicity there will be nationally around this week.  
Included with this letter are details of the resources available to you which we hope you will use to aid you in any fundraising you are currently planning.  Justin Forsyth, our Chief Executive, has recorded a message for all volunteers about the campaign which can be found under the resources section of the volunteer extranet.   For those of you who have difficulty accessing the extranet we can arrange for a DVD to be produced for you, just contact the Community Support Team who will arrange to have this done.
We will continue to keep you up to date on the ‘Born to’ campaign in your monthly newsletter.  The next newsletter at the end of January will be a Save the Children Week special as we build up to the critical week in our fundraising calendar.
